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APPLICATIONS FOR PLANNING PERMISSION

and property.

GENERAL DATA PROTECTION REGULATIONS (GDPR) 2018

Peter Malley from DM Payroll Services Ltd, email peter@dmpayrollservices.co.uk
made a short presentation to Council regarding the General Data Protection
Regulations (GDPR) which came into effect on the 25™ May 2018. Peter has been
appointed the Data Protection Officer (DPO) for the Council in the financial year
2018/19. The regulations relate to all residents in the UK and are intended to increase
control measures on information held by organisations. Peter has already carried out
an audit of the business and administrative functions of the Council. He advised that
Members retaining information at home on residents whom they represent should
ensure data is secure and safe. Filing cabinets should be locked , electronic data
password protected or encrypted. Members, officers and the Council as a body
corporate can be held accountable for breaches of the regulations.

Councillor Shaw presented a Motion to request Worcestershire County Council to
consider parking restrictions in 3 locations:
